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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This Annual Action Plan was extracted from the District Medium Term Development Plan (2018-2021) prepared by the Assembly to accelerate the development process of the District with guidelines from the National Development Planning Commission. Aside the guidelines, the Ghana Shared Growth and Development Agenda II, 2018-2021 formed the main basis for the preparation of the Assemblies Development plan. It contains programmes and projects that the Assembly together with its department has outlined to execute or undertake for the year 2021.

1.1 Size and Location

The Asunafo South District, one of the six districts of the Ahafo Region were carved out from the Asunafo District Assembly after it was split into Asunafo North and South in 2008 with Kukuom as the capital. The district has an estimated land size of about 3737 kilometers square (1442.8 square miles) and is located at the southern part of the Ahafo Region with the eastern frontier forming the geographical and administrative boundary separating the Ahafo Region from the Ashanti Region.

The district shares common boarders with the Asunafo North District to the north and the Juaboso District to the South-West. Other adjoining Districts are the Sefwi-Wiaso District to the South-East, and Atwima Mponua District to the East

2.0 PLAN IMPLEMENTATION

A total of 143 activities have been outlined for implementation in 2021. The activities will be implementation with the support of Departments of the Assembly, Agencies and Non- governmental Organizations who are working within the jurisdiction of the District. The Departments, Agencies and NGO’s are expected to report quarterly on the status of their respective plans to the DPCU to collate and harmonize a composite report on the implementation of the District Annual Action Plan, 2021. Again, the DPCU will hold quarterly meetings to discuss on the report and finally submit it to the National Development Planning Commission and Regional Co-ordination Council respectively.

3.0 SOURCES OF FUNDS FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PLAN

The funds are expected from IGF, DACF, GOG, Ground Rent, and District Development Facility, Development Partners and among others.  It is important to note that, since some departments are not yet fully integrated and operational; some programmes may not be budgeted for in the Assembly’s supplementary budget and annual estimates.

4.0 REVENUE IMPROVEMENT ACTION PLAN

A Revenue Improvement Action Plan has been prepared to effectively mobilize local resources for the implementation of the plan. The plan has identified key activities that will be carried out and these have the potential to improve the Assembly’s Internally Generated Funds. It is expected that when all the activities are implemented, other things being equal the Assembly internally generated revenue will increase averagely by 20 % over the 2020 figure.
